Kit Includes; 3 Phillips hex head |” self-tapping screws and | tube of Caulk

Pre-Installation
Make sure there are no obstructions that will be in the way of the mounting area on the fan or duct such as electric
boxes, conduits, brackets, etc. Check to be sure that the power supply conduit is in good condition and has adequate
length for the fan to be tilted.

Make sure that the area you wish to mount The
Grease Box is clear of obstructions that would

not allow for the opening, removal and

maintenance of the filtration tiers. (B) Remove
filtration tiers from The Grease Box for easier
handling and mounting. (2)
NOTE: If mounting area has fixed obstructions

that will hinder the opening, removal and

maintenance of the filtration tiers, then leave

tiers in The Grease Box While mounting and skip

step 1-B and step 2.
